We	request	an	immediate	plan	for	how	the	City	of	Oakland	and	Alameda	County	
will	work	together	to	implement	the	Downtown	Oakland	Specific	Plan	to	
specifically	address	the	future	of	five	publicly	owned	city	blocks	spanning	
Broadway	and	5th	at	I-880	between	Franklin	and	Jefferson.	You	have	an	
unprecedented	opportunity;	these	five	blocks	are	contiguous,	publicly-owned,	and	
predominantly	vacant.	Don’t	let	them	continue	to	be	an	eyesore,	safety	hazard,	
and	economic	drain.	It	is	urgent	that	the	City	and	County	plan	for	and	implement	
redevelopment	of	these	blocks.	

	
These	five	entire	city	blocks	are	either	currently	vacant	or	their	vacancy	is	
anticipated,	and	their	location	couldn’t	be	more	critical.	To	date,	we	have	seen	
that	vacancies	in	this	area	immediately	become	sites	of	dangerous	dumping	and	
encampments.	This	is	hazardous	and	inhumane	for	everyone,	as	well	as	
detrimental	to	economic	well-being	and	the	safety	of	adjacent	neighborhoods	
including	Chinatown,	Old	Oakland,	and	Jack	London.	Inaction	now	and	cleanup	
after-the-fact	is	an	irresponsible	and	wasteful	use	of	taxpayer	dollars.	There	is	no	
excuse	for	the	City	and	County	to	impose	blighted	burdens	on	our	neighborhoods	
that	are	already	struggling	to	keep	our	businesses	thriving	and	streets	welcoming	
for	all.
