Assessment funds are spent on dedicated special services and projects specific 
to Jack London. Annually, the BID budget is balanced. Over 80% of funding goes directly to programs.

Safety Protocol for Ambassadors in consideration of AQI: 
Elevated (PPM 100+): frequent breaks, KN95 Masks
Unhealthy (PPM 150+): pull teams in from the outdoors.



6 Months in to Pandemic:  

Businesses serving take-
away/pickup only report 
10-20% of “normal” rev-
enue

Businesses serving take-
away AND outdoor dining 
report 20-30% of “nor-
mal” revenue

11% of 91 District Busi-
nesses Closed this year; 
80% (9) of closed or are 
in indefinite hiatus during 
Shelter-In-Place/Covid19.
